Minutes from WVAPSS Executive Council Meeting
Telemeeting
September 9, 2009

Present: President Stephanie Connolly, Past President Rob Pate, Secretary/Treasurer Tim Dilliplane, Council members Dr Jim Thompson, Peg Reese

The meeting was called to order at approximately 8:35 AM by Stephanie.
OLD BUSINESS
SSSA Pre-Conference Tour:  Tim Dilliplane reported he contacted Patrick Drohan (tour coordinator) this week for an update on the tour status. As of 9/8/2009, there was one person signed up for the tour. There is a need for 30 or more attendees for the tour to proceed, or the tour will be cancelled. The last day for sign-up is 9/18/2009, and the odds are very high that this tour will be cancelled. It was suggested that we have an alternative plan for our annual meeting in October.
Fundraising: Peg reported the forms are ready for the raffle of the quilted wall hanging. 
She is currently obtaining the mailing addresses for mailing tickets to members. A MOTION was made by Peg to sell tickets at $2 each or 3 for $5. The motion was seconded by Rob. Discussion followed that each ticket would contain 2 numbers, for a total of 500 tickets. Note that ticket prices were amended from the June 2009 meeting minutes. Motion passed.
WV Partnership Meeting:  A. table has been secured for the Partnership Meeting (Oct 27-29), and the fee for our half page ad has been paid. A MOTION was made by Rob that if the SSSA tour is cancelled, we should pursue having a joint meeting with SWCS during the Partnership Meeting in Charleston. The motion was seconded by Peg, and the motion passed. The SWCS meeting is from 3:15 to 5:00 on Tuesday Oct 27, and they will be viewing “Dirt, The Movie”. We will then have our annual business meeting. Other activities include the Awards Luncheon on Oct 28, which includes the presentation of the Golden Auger Award. Stephanie agreed to send out a mass email to members the week of Sept 14 to announce our alternative plans should the SSSA tour get cancelled. 
Registry of Professional Soil Scientist Consultants Distributed by WVAPSS: Rob and Jim prepared a consultant application that was reviewed by the Executive Council before this meeting. A MOTION was made by Tim to approve (the format of) the consultant registry application. It was seconded by Peg. It was decided that an annual fee of $5 is required to be on the list, and that this fee will be collected by the Secretary/Treasurer. Stephanie will then email the application to all members. A tentative deadline of late October (the Annual Meeting) was given for submitting the application. Aron will then be responsible for putting together the registry. Motion passed.
New Hats and T-Shirts:  As mentioned by Stephanie, this topic has generated considerable discussion throughout our membership. The Executive Council decided that 2 designs would be printed to satisfy both members and non-members. The first design will have the WVAPSS logo on the front. The back will have the following quote above the textural triangle “…civilization itself rests upon the soil.”     - Thomas Jefferson-

The second design will consist of the WVAPSS logo on the chest area, muddy hand prints on the belly area of the front, and a plain back(?). The “flexfit” style with the WVAPSS logo was the decided hat style, with the camo color being dismissed from consideration. After more discussion about print colors and shirt colors, a MOTION was made by Rob to give Stephanie the final decision making in regards to numbers and color combinations for shirts and hats. Motion was seconded by Jim, and motion was passed.

At this point, Stephanie dismissed herself from the meeting, and Rob became the moderator.

Secretary and Treasurer’s Report: Tim edited the July 21 meeting’s minutes (based on council members previous comments and suggestions), and distributed both the minutes and treasurer’s reports to attending council members by email. A MOTION was made by Rob to accept the minutes and report as written, and was seconded by Jim. Motion passed, and these 2 documents are now ready for display on the web site.
Golden Auger Award:  Jim mentioned that award nominations will be accepted until Sept 15, and that there are currently 2 nominations. After this date, Jim will forward the nominations to Steve Carpenter and the former winners group for a decision.
NEW BUSINESS

New Members: Jim had previously emailed 3 new member applications for the Council to review. The Council agreed that the applicants met the qualifications for which they applied. A MOTION was made by Peg to accept these new members as stated in their applications, and was seconded by Tim. Stephanie will be asked to welcome the following new members to WVAPSS:  Katey Buckland and Aaron Burkholder as Student Members, and Michael Harman as an Associate Member. 
Next Meeting: In all likelihood, we will be going with our alternative plan. Our Annual Meeting will be at the Partnership Meeting in Charleston WV on Tuesday Oct 27, 2009. 
Without further topics or discussion, a MOTION was made by Peg to adjourn the meeting. It was seconded by Jim, and passed. The meeting was adjourned at 10:00 AM.
